My School DC application by February 1 at www.myschooldc.org. You will automatically
be admitted to your in-boundary DCPS school if you do not complete an application in
My School DC.

FEBRUARY 1, 2019 is the deadline to apply to a charter high school (grades 9-12) or
out-of-boundary DCPS high school. You may select up to 12 choices and order them by
preference.

All students will be considered transfers and will have a spot at Parkside High, located
at 3701 Hayes Street, NE, in the Kenilworth neighborhood of Ward 7. You must
complete an application in the My School DC system: www.myschooldc.org In your
application, select Parkside High School as your first choice and indicate transfer
preference.
